Further due
to scarcity of rains, some States are facing drought like situation and farmers
have used less fertilisers in Rabi season. As a result, the yield of Rabi crop is
likely to be reduced as per the forecast by Department of Agriculture.

In coming budget, there is a possibility of reduction on fertilisers subsidy. The
lowering or increasing in subsidy is at the sole discretion of the Central
Government. Prices of fertilisers have increased last year. In this situation if
the subsidy on fertilisers reduces, this may have impact on fertiliser prices .

In Maharashtra, there will be sufficient stock of fertilisers available to meet
the requirement of Kharif season. This will create a competitive situation in
the market. Those who will serve the farmers well will survive. Fertiliser
industry is required to create awareness about Integrated Nutrient
