The Year 2015-16 is not turning out to be a good year for the
fertilizer industry. There was weak demand due to poor
monsoons. Low ground water level triggered by deficient
monsoons, warmer winters and excess inventory in the system
adversely affected demand across the industry as acreages
contracted by 3%. Fertilizer companies reported a 13% drop in
PAT in Q3 2015-16 on back of a slowdown in the fertilizer
segment and price softnessin international markets.

During the period from April - Dec. 2015, as against budgeted
quantity of Bulk Fertilisers, the actual sales are 65% on account
of low availability where as against the budgeted sales of
speciality fertilisers, we have achieved 68% of the target.
A growth of 49% was achieved despite Mahapower / SMART
production shortfall and severe drought conditions in our
marketing territory.

According to Indian weather forecast models, the El Nino
phenomenon, which was responsible for last year's drought, is
expected toturn neutral duringthe Monsoon season. India is
likely to enjoy a normal monsoon this year, raising hopes that
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the country may be able to reduce its dependence on imports
for maize, pulses and wheat, among other commodities, after
two years of below- average rainfall.

This year after the successful launch of Mahadhan SMART,
a100% Water Soluble fertiliser, we are planning to supply our
new range of NPK bulk fertilisers by the end of this year.
As usual, we expect your wholehearted support for these
products.
