This year's Kharif season has been seriously affected by drought in
Maharashtra. As such the scaricity of water affected over all crop yield
in the State. In short, the Kharif season was not been satisfactory for
the farming community. Especially Marathwada region was almost dry
during the season. Rains received during the start of Rabi season,
increased the hopes of farmers for the Rabi Season.

This year, the global fertilizer prices remain under pressure due to low
output prices of major crops and agri produce global economic
uncertainty. These factors have squeezed farmers' margins further
and lowered the demand for fertilizers. Second consecutive year of
drought like conditions in most part of our marketing territory and
particularly in CCA has further worsened the market conditions.
